The student will be assessed in all areas of suspected disability.  The assessment process typically includes a review of your child’s educational records, one or more classroom observations, and consultation with you and your child’s teacher.  For testing purposes, the primary language of the student will be considered in selection of test materials.  Formal and/or informal assessment in the following areas of concern will be included:

 FORMCHECKBOX 

INTELLECTUAL DEVELOPMENT: These tests, commonly referred to as Intelligent Tests, measure understanding, reasoning, and problem solving skills on a wide variety of verbal and non-verbal tasks.  For some students, alternative means of evaluating intellectual ability may be employed.  This area will be assessed by the School Psychologist.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

ACADEMIC ACHIEVEMENT: These tests measure how well the student is achieving in areas such as reading, math, spelling, and written language.  They are usually administered by a Special Education Teacher and/or School Psychologist.
 FORMCHECKBOX 

COMMUNICATION: These tests measure how well the student’s ability to understand, organize, and use language clearly and appropriately.  Evaluation may include voice, fluency, and articulation, as well as language.  These tests are given by a Speech and Language Specialist and/or School Psychologist.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

SOCIAL/ADAPTIVE BEHAVIOR: These tests assess how well the student gets along with other people (adults and children) both at home and at school, and evaluate overall social and behavioral skills.  They also measure how well a student meets the everyday demands of living at home, at school, and in the community.  Self-help skills, social skills, communication skills, responsibility, and practical competencies are considered.  These instruments are usually administered by a School Psychologist.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

PERCEPTUAL AND PERCEPTUAL-MOTOR SKILLS: These tests measure small and large muscle coordination and skills.  They may also measure visual, auditory, perceptual and /or memory skills.  These tests may be administered by a School Psychologist, Speech and Language Specialist, or Special Education Teacher.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

HEALTH AND DEVELOPMENT: These tests and/or interviews may be conducted by a School Nurse and/or Psychologist who reports on developmental history and health issues which may relate to learning.  Included are vision and hearing tests.
 FORMCHECKBOX 

OTHER SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS: Examples of special assessments might include Vocational Assessment, Functional Analysis Assessment (Hughes Bill), and/or assessments to determine the need for specialized services such as Adapted P.E., Low Vision, or Orientation and Mobility.
